Definitions:

A dance film involves the usage of multiple filming and editing techniques to convey a particular concept. Dance films are considered for all the awards. All participants must be 21 and under to be eligible for the Outstanding Film Production Award.

A recorded performance is a straight forward recording of choreographed movement, it involves quite simple filming and editing techniques. The dancers and choreographers involved must be 21 and under. A recorded performance will be considered for all the awards excluding the Outstanding Film Production Award.

Submissions
· You have the choice to submit your work either as a recorded performance or a dance film.

· Final submissions:
a. Dance films and recorded performances should be submitted to FORM as an MP4 video file – Link to upload with program notes will be provided upon confirmation of submission. 
b. Ensure quality of videos is high and that you use a wide frame for filming (as oppose to vertical). 
c. DO NOT include in your video any title or credit. 

d. Acceptance to participate in the festival will be confirmed by the 1st of October.
Geographical scope
SHARP SHORT DANCE is a Sydney-based event that celebrates young talent. In this digital edition, entries will be accepted from across Australia. Regional NSW young artists are encouraged to apply, notably from the Central West region with our partner Cowra Civic Centre.

Content

SHARP SHORT DANCE is an inclusive youth dance festival with a diverse range of abilities, genres and ages. Our aim is to provide all participants with an equal opportunity to participate. Whilst Sharp Short Dance is a youth festival, it is also a family event, and as such, choreography and music must be appropriate for this audience. Please note that lyrics will be checked, and any dance moves deemed unsafe or inappropriate by the Artistic Producer or FORM Dance Projects team may be amended.

Criteria

· The judges will be looking for innovative, newly choreographed dance films and performances. 

· The piece must be an original work made in 2021.

· Schools may submit up to five works and individuals up to two works in different genres, however with no guarantee that all works will be accepted, pending on registrations numbers.
· All styles of dance will be considered, so long as the choreography is original and the participants meet the entry criteria.

· Each work submitted must be accompanied by a $20 registration fee per work payable as part of the online registration process on Riverside website. Submissions not included in the festival will be refunded.

Mentorship 
· This year FORM is expanding their mentorship capacity by offering One-On-One sessions with Sally Dashwood, the Artistic Producer. Upon confirmation of your registration, a link to book a session of 20mins will be sent to you.
· A How to Make a Dance Film will be sent to you alongside the confirmation of your registration.

Heats and Final
· Confirmed works will be presented in full on FORM’s website. The distribution of works into 3 Heats will be made by FORM’s production team. The Heats will be live for viewing from the 14th of October until the 30th of October. However voting  for the Audience choice will be open during the 4-day Heat “on view” period. 
· A panel of judges will decide which of all the works will be presented during the final and which of the works will be nominated for 8 awards. In addition, viewers will be able to vote for the Audience Choice Award.
· The final will be screened as a Watch Party on Saturday 30 October. The Watch Party will include an edit of all finalist works, the viewing of winning works in full and the announcement of Award winners, secondments and prizes, by live remote interaction with the Artistic Producer and judges. Winners will be invited to join remotely the Watch Party from 7pm.
